events will be rescheduled when our library reopens, our annual May Mother’s Day Bake Sale has 

instead been reimagined. 

Friends of Union County Library (FOUCL) is asking for donations to a Bakeless Bake Sale. 

Money raised from this sale will be given to Union County Public Library’s staff in celebration of 

National Library Workers Week. 

How much should you give? Think about what you would have spent to bake or to buy and 

make that your donation – or, perhaps, add just a little bit more. Cash or checks (made out to FOUCL, 

or Friends of Union County Library) should include a note that they are for BBS (Bakeless Bake Sale).

This is the first time FOUCL has had a Bakeless Bake Sale. Although no shopping, baking, or 

buying is required, there is a recipe to share. Below are directions for making a Friend Cake. It is so 

easy anyone can do it: 

INGREDIENTS: 1 pound of love for the library staff; 3 heaping cups of appreciation; 1 

package of chocolate kisses; 1 Tablespoon of yeast, to help raise awareness; and 1 teaspoon of 

consideration. 

DIRECTIONS: 1) Dry cake pans and put them away; 2) Stir up interest; 3) Heat up your heart 

and open your checkbook; 4) Add in a vigorous walk to the mailbox; and 5) Serve up a generous 

portion. 

NUTRITIONAL INFORMATION: Zero calories. Fits any diet including vegetarian, vegan, 

gluten-free, or sugar-free. 

WARNING: After serving up your generous portion of Friend Cake, you may experience a 

warm feeling, similar to a sugar high, which is the result of your much-appreciated donation to Union 

County Public Library’s staff.
